A NOTE FROM PASTOR MARY ZUPANSIC 
 
Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 Grace to you and peace from God our 
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 As I write this article – I eagerly look 
forward to meeting each of you, partner-
ing with you in ministry, and hearing your 
stories!  And so, sitting here amidst 
packing boxes, allow me to share with 
you a bit of my story. 
 I was born in Pontiac, Illinois, 4 days 
before Christmas.  I’m told my older sib-
lings were concerned that I was all they 
were going to get for Christmas that 
year!  My family moved to Florida when I 
was 3 years old.  Florida continues to be 
home to my mother and most of my 7 
siblings and their families. 
 In 1980, I graduated from Flagler Col-
lege with a B.A. degree in Deaf Educa-
tion and Elementary Education.  After 
college I taught High School Religion 
and English at St. John’s School for the 
Deaf in Milwaukee, Wisconsin.  I worked 
briefly as Pastoral Worker with the Adult 
Deaf in Pittsburg, PA.  Relocating back 
to Milwaukee I taught fourth and sixth 
grades at St. Augustine Catholic School 
in West Allis.  I was later hired by the 
Green Bay Diocese to work with the 
Deaf community.  Eventually I was em-
ployed by the Norbertine Fathers in De 
Pere, as Pastoral Worker with the Deaf.  
This ministry provided me with a wide 
variety of experiences -  religious educa-
tion, pastoral visitation, counseling, dis-
ability awareness, etc.  In addition to my 
work with Sign of God Deaf Ministry (and 
later with the Hands of Christ Ecumeni-
cal Deaf Ministry), I worked as a free-
lance interpreter for the Deaf and Hard 
of Hearing. 
 I am a Lutheran by choice!  You may 
have noticed by now that much of my 

experience was primarily within the 
context of the Catholic Church.  I was 
baptized and raised Catholic – and 
was very involved in the church.  
There came a time in my life and 
ministry that I felt called to something 
more.  I explored a number of de-
nominations – Episcopal, Methodist, 
etc.  My path finally crossed with an 
ELCA pastor.  That minister handed 
me a copy of the Book of Concord 
(which I actually read!).  All I can say 
is that it was as if someone had 
opened a window!  I could breath!  
What I read in the Book of Concord 
rang true.  From that point on I chose 
to be a Lutheran and have found the 
grace and peace of Jesus Christ 
within the teachings and traditions of 
the Lutheran Church. 
 In 2003 I was ordained a pastor in 
the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
America and accepted my first call to 
Calvary Lutheran Church in Merrill, 
Wisconsin.  The past six years of 
ministry have taught me much and I 
trust that experience will serve me 
well as I begin ministry with First 
American. 
  These days I share my home with 
Auggie, a 7 year old rescued grey-
hound and Eliot a 14 year old African 
Grey.  You will find out soon enough 
that I have a passion for the Gospel, 
God’s people – young and old, 
and....jogging – 10 miles a day!  In 
the days ahead we will have plenty of 
time to learn more about each other.  
Until then, may God bless us all with 
the peace of Christ which passes all 
understanding.

MINUTES FOR 2009 EAST CENTRAL SYNOD OF WISCONSIN ASSEMBLY  
 
 Cycling through Scripture was the theme of the 22nd Synod Assembly held at the KI Convention Center in Green Bay from June 5th-6th.  
385 voting members and 94 non-voting members represented the 142 congregations and partnerships of the East Central Synod of  
Wisconsin. The Assembly opened with Worship and Communion led by Bishop Jim Justman and Associate with the Bishop, Rev Joy 
Mortensen-Wiebe.  Mr. Ken Medema, Brier Patch Music, San Francisco, led the music for the worship and the Assembly.  Rev. Dr. Dave 
Daubert, Director of A Renewal Enterprise, spoke on God’s plan for the church, and Mr. Kenn Inskeep, ELCA Executive Director of Research 
and Evaluation, presented and discussed trends in membership, worship attendance, and giving in the ELCA and the East Central Synod of 
Wisconsin.  Together, Dave and Kenn spoke on the shifting patterns in Christian congregations. The Resource Center Report was given by 
Ms. Darlene Kalfahs, Director of the Synod Resource Center.  She introduced the “Cycling through Scripture” theme for the Assembly that 
keeps our focus on the ELCA “Book of Faith” initiative, and welcomed people to come in and see the Resource Center displays.  Mr. Ken  
Inskeep gave the ELCA Ministry Report and brought greetings from Presiding Bishop Mark Hansen. Kenn spoke about our call to be  
responsible as Lutherans to look beyond ourselves. A video from Bishop Hansen about the challenges of living daily at the intersection of fear 
and hope was shown to the Assembly.  Mr. John Emery, Vice President of the Synod, gave the Vice President’s Report, and thanked the 
Assembly for their service and their willingness to use their gifts for serve the church.  He encouraged congregations to bring the “Book of 
Faith” more strongly into their congregations and homes, and to be actively reaching out to the world. Rev. Joy Mortensen-Wiebe reported 
that as part of a call to mission by Presiding Bishop Mark Hansen, the ELCA and the 65 synods of our church are redesigning for mission.  
Each synod will have a Director for Evangelical Mission; Joy will be serving in that position for the East Central Synod of Wisconsin.  This shift 
in responsibilities has restructured the Synod staff, eliminating the positions of the Executive Assistant to the Associate with the Bishop, Ms. 
Karen Peckham, and the Assistant to the Resource Center Director, Ms. Dolly Bilstad.  The Crossways Camping Ministries Counselors 
were introduced by Rev Wayne Harrison, Executive Director. The counselors led the Assembly in song and dance.  Bishop Justman installed 
the members of the staff for their service this summer and blessed the summer camping season and the ministry of Crossways.  
 Afternoon Breakouts included presentations on music by Ken Medema; Evangelism with Dave Daubert and Kenn Inskeep; Crossways 
Camping Ministries; Fox Valley Lutheran Homes; and Laughing Yoga. After dinner, Bishop Justman recognized the ordination anniversaries 
and retirees.  Entertainment by Mr. Ken Medema followed.  The evening concluded with the Holden Evening Prayer, led by Rev. Vicki Simon 
and Rev. Ben Sheets. 
 The yearly Business of the East Central Synod of Wisconsin was conducted during the two day Assembly:  Financial Report,      
Auditor’s Report, Treasurer’s Report, 2010 Minimum Compensation Guidelines, and the 2010 Synod Budget were discussed and passed.  
2009 Resolutions were: Resolution on Procedures for the Election of Synodical Bishop (adopted, as amended); Resolution for Lutheran  
Campus Ministry, Oshkosh, to be included in the ECSW Budget (defeated); Resolution for Lutheran Campus Ministry, Oshkosh, to be included 
in ECSW Budget Overage (adopted); and Resolution for Supermajority at the Churchwide Assembly (adopted).  Elected to the Synod Council 
were: Mr.  John Emery, Fond du Lac; Ms. Christine Grunwald, Neenah; Ms. Patricia Filak, Wausau; Ms. Tonia Spofford, Green Bay; and  
Rev. Erik Olson, Birnamwood.  Bishop Jim Justman closed the Assembly with a devotion.

 We, as a congregation, have selected the current Council, and we have put our trust in them 
to pull us through the pastoral transition, and to help us turn around the financial hardship that 
the church has been experiencing for quite some time.  We need to trust in our Council, our      
incoming Pastor, and prayerfully trust in one another.
